LAX CONSOLIDATED CAR RENTAL FACILITY
CONSTRUCTION REACHES KEY MILESTONE

After nearly three years and more than 4 million work hours,
Los Angeles International Airport’s consolidated car rental
facility achieved a major construction milestone earlier this
month: the handing over of the car-rental return building to 13
rental car brand tenants to build out their customer space.

The transition, which took place on June 2, marked the
latest project phase for what will become the largest rental
car facility in the world. With the infrastructure for the 6.3
million-square-foot building complex in place — including
the concrete superstructure, elevators, escalators and
landscaping — tenants can now construct their rental
counters, waiting areas, office spaces and entry/exit booths.

This is all in preparation for the facility’s opening, which is
scheduled for summer of 2023. A few weeks or months after
that, the opening is set for the $2 billion, 2.25-mile automated
people mover system that will connect the consolidated car
rental facility with airport terminals.

In November 2020,
the Rams showed their Monday Night
Football game against the Tampa Bay
Buccaneers on the stadium’s canopy,
offering an aerial show to airplane
passengers on their final approach to
nearby LAX.
